Not to perish

If you read the Gospels, it seems that there were many events in the time that Jesus lived. In particular, in today's gospel, it appears that
Governor Pilate killed the Galileans (Luke 1:13.1). Also, when Jesus speaks of an accident, he tells us that the tower of Siloam fell and 18 peo-
ple died (Luke 1:13.5). It shows that it is no different from the current events and accidents in which we live.

Let's take a look here, what are the deaths of the Galileans and those who died from the tower of Siloam? no see. Jesus refers to these two
events and says, “Unless you repent, you will perish like this” (Luke 1:13.4). Then you might think that the reason the dead people perished
was because they did not repent. At the same time, there is a nuance in these words of Jesus that we consider the people who died in Galilee
and those who died because the Tower of Siloam to be more sinful. In fact, if you look at the book of Job and the like (see Job 4,7; 8,4.20;
22,5; Exodus 20,5), it appears that there is a correlation between crime and punishment. However, the true meaning of Jesus' words is not on
the dead, but on the repentance of those who are now listening. This means that our sins are staining us on the road to destruction.

In fact, we see cases where families are destroyed because they do not accept the Lord, and historically, society is in a state of crisis because
they do not accept the Lord's justice. A healthy home brings peace to the world while a home learns to pray, sacrifice, persevere, and love by
receiving the Lord. The destruction of families in modern society begins with excessive attachment and attachment to material things, and the
cause of selfishness and frequent quarrels between married couples is the lack of peace. After all, this is what happens because God is not in
the house. Society, too, without God's social justice, will encounter a history of corruption and eventually ruin. A pitiful example would be
Germany’s ‘Naziism’ and Japan’s ‘aggressionism’. How many times do you increase your selfishness and oppress others by not accepting God?
It seems that the ongoing war in Ukraine can be defined as a heart that does not seek God, that is, an unrepentant heart.

Jesus pleads with us to return to God. He teaches that all things are in the Lord and that abiding in Him is peace, comfort, and joy. Because

by accepting the Lord, we can live a life of peace and love.
