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Two Erupting Energies

The Gospel according to Luke, is the only Gospel that begins with a literary prologue. Luke the
Evangelist has borrowed the construction of Hellenism Literature. He even specified to whom is
the writing. Here we can get a hint of Luke's theme on his Gospel. We can find it in today's Gos-
pel. It is Chapter 4, verse 14. "News of him spread throughout the whole region." We can also
find it in 5:15, 7:17. He wanted to spread the news of Jesus to his next generations throughout

the world.

Do you have any news that makes you filled with great joy so that you can not help spreading
that to the people around you with your zeal? My most recent and powerful experience was
when my favorite football player Hungmin Son scored in a challenging match. I was so excited
and instantly texted my friend to spread the good news to the world. I have not met Hungmin
Son. He does not even know my presence. However, he thrills me and makes me shout for joy.
That is what we call passion. When we have something overwhelming us or filling us with pas-

sion, we can not stop that flow over us.

We can see these two erupting energies in today's Gospel.

The first one comes from Jesus. Let us have a close look at Jesus when he unrolled the scroll
and found the bassage where it was written: "The spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has
anointed me to bring glad tidings to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and
recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, and to proclaim a year acceptable to
the Lord.

The second one comes from Luke the Evangelist. Even though many had been already trying
to compile a narrative of Jesus, he had decided to write it down himself. He even did an investi-
gation to deliver it accurately. I can picture how enthusiastic he was every time he wrote this

sentence. "The news of him spread throughout the whole region.

Today, I invite you to these two beautiful energies coming to us from Jesus and Luke the
Evangelist through today's Gospel. I invite you to become the recipient of Luke's elaborate letter.
Then finally, I invite you to the scene that Jesus unfolded the script and began reading, where

Jesus and Luke were bonded tight in the Holy Spirit, so that you can be bonded to them as well.
